1. Schedule:

2. Arrival:  
 Participants MUST enter the Fairgrounds from Martin Luther King Blvd and park at 
 GATE 3. (See attached Map for parking and seminar location). 
 
DIRECTIONS TO FLORIDA STATE FAIRGROUNDS: 
 

Traveling South on Interstate 75, exit at Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. West, continue on MLK, en-
trance to the Fairgrounds will be on right. 
 
Traveling West on Interstate 4 coming toward Tampa, exit at US Highway 301 South, right at Traffic 
Light on Martin Luther King Blvd, entrance to the Fairgrounds will be on the right. 
 
Traveling East on Interstate 4 take Martin Luther King Blvd. Exit, entrance to the Fairgrounds will be on 
the left. 
 
Traveling North on Highway 301 turn left on Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. entrance to the Fair-
grounds will be on right. 

 

3. Parking/Gate Instructions:  
 The MLK Entrance will open at 7 am for other workshops and remain open.  
 Participants will park at Gate 3 and walk to Insect Encounter Building across from 
 TECO Arena (please follow signs) 

 
4. Upon Arrival to Fairgrounds: 

•  All pre-registered exhibitors will need to sign-in at the Insect Encounter Building by 
your last name.
